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BayTran Transportation Partnership (TMO) Region
The BayTran Transportation Management Organization (TMO) region includes over 30 communities surrounding the 
juncture of Bay Area Houston Texas counties of Harris, Galveston and Brazoria.  The BayTran TMO region 
encompasses all of Galveston County and Brazoria County; and the Southeast portion of Harris County bordered on the 
east by FM 521 from South Beltway 8, northerly along Hwy 288, US Hwy 59 and IH-45 to the intersection of IH-10, 
then following IH-10 eastward to the boundary of Harris County; following Harris County boundary southward and 
includes the Houston Ship Channel through Galveston Bay.
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
